1)  ARC action items

Chris and Theresa gave an overview of the October 2007 ARC meeting action items, which included 1st and 2nd violations as well as individuals who have already been sent 2 or more violations letters.  The board will have to make a decision as to how to address each of these violations.  

2) Profit & Loss Statement 

Tony gave an overview of the September 2007 Profit & Loss statement, explaining various expenses.

3) Landscaping/snow removal bids

Dan gave an overview for the landscaping and snow removal bids for 2008 and other contracts.  It was decided that the Applegate North community will now contract with Tonys Landscape and Lawn Care provided the company is licensed and bonded.  This will save us roughly $2400 a year for landscape services.

It was decided that the board needs more information to make a decision on Tonys Landscape and Lawn Care snow removal services.  Once more information is obtained, the board will make a decision to stay with CS Lawn’s snow removal services or go with Tonys Landscape and Lawn Care snow removal services.

4) Social Events

The board has decided to hold a spring time picnic sponsored by Outback Steakhouse.  Tony also suggested that it would be nice to clear brush around the playground area to make more room around the common playground area.  The board will put in a request to Tonys Landscape and Lawn Care if we decide to use this company.  

5) Pond

The landscaping company, Chesapeake Landscape and Design, who installed the floating wetlands, are also the ones who are going to be installing the diffuser for the pond.  Unfortunately, we are waiting on BG&E as they continue to be the obstacle to any progress.  If you would like more information, you can contact Dan.
6) Other issues

The board discussed, at great length, the problem of people parking commercial vehicles in the neighborhood.  It was decided that the only way to correct this problem was to start ticketing the vehicles, giving notice that their vehicle will be towed after a certain period of time if it is not removed from the neighborhood.  

There have also been complaints of cars being parked right along the curb after the entrance and right before the exit to the Applegate community.  This greatly reduces the amount of space along the road and leaves little room for other vehicles to get by.  The board is considering lining the curb entrance and exit with red paint making it illegal to park in those designated areas.  Those vehicles that do will be subject to ticketing as well.

The board also discussed the possibility of putting up a fence on common property next to Elizabeth Rd and fixing the fence, where needed, along Brummel Rd.
